Pearson Education Australia Pty Limited , ABN: 40 004 245 943)
of 20 Thackaray Rd., Port Melbourne, Victoria 3207, Australia
(hereinafter called “the Publisher”) of the other part.

WHEREAS the Government has determined that it wishes to produce
textbooks and Teacher's Guides to broadly support and implement the new
curriculum up to the value of $6.2 million Australian dollars.

AND WHEREAS the Publisher has been selected by the Government to:

(a) support the adaptation of existing Pearson Education textbooks and
Teacher's Guides to align them with, and make them suitable for, the new

Solomon

Islands school curriculum, as well as supporting the

development of new textbooks and Teacher's Guides across a range of
specified curriculum areas.

(b) produce, publish and supply the adapted or newly written textbooks to the
Government,

on the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

IT IS HEREBY AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1. DEFINITIONS and INTERPRETATION

(@) Inthis Agreement:

Agreed Adaptation and Writing Principles means the
principles concerning the nature and extent of the adaptation of
the Contract Texts and development of new manuscripts which
the parties agree and identify as such in writing from time to time
during the Term and which, as at the date of this Agreement, are
set out in Annexure B;

artistic work has the meaning given to that term in the
Copyright Act 1968.

Contract Price means $6.2 million Australian dollars, payable to
the Publisher for the production, publication and supply of the
Works and for the performance of any Support Services.

Contract Texts means the textbooks published by the Publisher
which are described in Annexure A.

Customer Order means an order received from any individual,
partnership, organisation or company other than the
Government.

GST means a goods and services tax or similar value added tax
levied or imposed under the GST Law.

GST Law has the meaning given to it in the A New Tax System
(Goods and Services Tax) Act 1999 (Cth).

literary work has the meaning given to that term in the
Copyright Act 1968.

Manuscript means a marked up copy of a Contract Text,
prepared by the Government in accordance with the Agreed
Adaptation Principles.

Publisher’'s Account means the bank account in Australia
nominated by the Publisher in writing for the purposes of the
payment of the Contract Price.

Recommended Retail Price means the recommended retail
price (including GST) for each Work as specified by the
Publisher, for sale to any individual, partnership, organisation or
company other than the Government.

Related Body Corporate has the meaning given to that term in
the Corporations Act 2001.

Support Services means the editorial support services and
content development support services to be provided by the
Publisher to the Government which are detailed in Appendix B.

Term means the term of this Agreement as specified in clause
2.

Territory means everywhere in the world other than the
Solomon Islands.

The Works means the textbooks adapted or written by the
Government and supplied by the Publisher under and in
accordance with this Agreement.

(b) In this Agreement, unless the contract otherwise requires:
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(1) words importing the singular include the plural and vice
versa,;

(i) an expression importing a natural person includes a
company, partnership joint venture, association,
corporation or other body corporate and a government
agency;

(i)  areference to a clause, party, or annexure is a reference
to a clause of this Agreement or a party, or annexure to
this Agreement as the case may be;

(iv)  a reference to a party includes that party’s successors
and permitted assigns;

(v) all payments are to be made in Australian dollars.

2. TERM OF AGREEMENT

This Agreement will commence on the date on which it is
executed (and, if executed by the parties on different dates, on
the later of the dates of execution) and continue in effect for a
period of four (4) years unless:

(i) extended in accordance with clause 2(b).

If either party wishes to extend this Agreement, that party must
notify the other party in writing no later than six (6) months prior
to the expiry of the four (4) year period referred to in clause 2(a).
Any extension which may be agreed must be in writing.

On termination of this Agreement for any cause the Government
must pay to the Publisher any remaining sums due to the
Publisher.

3. OBLIGATIONS OF THE PUBLISHER

(@)

In consideration of the performance of the obligations of the
Government under this Agreement, the Publisher:

(1) grants the Government the right and licence to adapt any
or all of the Contract Works in accordance with the
Agreed Adaptation Principles for the sole purpose of the
production, publication and supply by the Publisher of the
Works;

(i) agrees to produce, print, publish and supply the Works to
the Government; and

(i) agrees to provide the Support Services to the
Government,

in each case subject to and in accordance with the terms of this
Agreement.

The Publisher must provide the Support Services detailed in
Annexure B with reasonable skill and care and subject to any
reasonable directions which the Government may properly give
to the Publisher in writing from time to time. The cost of the
Support Services shall be included within the Contract Price.

The publisher must publish the texts in the style and format
initially agreed by negotiation of sample chapters for each text
as detailed in Annexure B

Subject to compliance by the Government with its obligations
under clause 4, the Publisher must supply the Works to the
Government in good order and condition; at the times and in the
guantities agreed by the parties from time to time in writing, and
otherwise in accordance with the Publisher’s standard terms and
conditions of supply applicable from time to time during the
Term.

The Publisher must advise the Government of any changes
which it requires in relation to a Manuscript for a Work as soon
as possible after receipt of the Manuscript, and must review any
amended Manuscript received from the Government with a view
to confirming acceptance of the Manuscript in sufficient time to
meet the agreed delivery timetable for the relevant Work.

The Publisher must not knowingly do anything which is likely to
adversely affect the distribution of the Works by the Government
in the Solomon Islands.

The Publisher shall provide assistance to the Government's
curriculum writers and share its production expertise as required
to assist with the development of manuscripts and the
production of workshop materials. The cost of such services
shall be included within the overall contract price.

The Publisher shall include in the contract price the cost to
procure and maintain in effect from each owner of any
intellectual property rights (including but not limited to copyright
and trade marks) (Rights Owner) in any content to be included
in any Manuscript or Work all necessary consents, assignments
and licences, including without limitation any consents in respect
of moral rights, to enable the inclusion, use and reproduction of
the relevant content.

4. OBLIGATIONS AND ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS OF THE
GOVERNMENT

(@)

In consideration of the performance of the obligations of the
Publisher under this Agreement, the Government must:
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(1) review the Contract Texts and advise the Publisher in
writing of the Contract Texts which it wishes to adapt for
publication and the new texts it wishes to have written
and supplied by the Publisher by no later than 20 days
after execution of this Agreement;

(i) Deliver to the Publisher a completed Manuscript for each
Contract Text which the Government wishes to have
published and supplied by the Publisher, and make any
amendments to a Manuscript which are reasonably
required by the Publisher, within such timeframe as the
Publisher reasonably requires in order to meet the
publication and delivery timetables agreed by the parties
from time to time in writing;

(b)  The Government must pay the Contract Price to the Publisher in
accordance with the Payment Schedule, in cleared funds without
any set off, deduction or withholding whatsoever, by direct credit
to the Publisher’s Account;

(c) The Government acknowledges and agrees that:

(1) the Publisher shall during the Term be the exclusive
supplier to the Government of textbooks covering the
subject areas specified in Annexure A in any form or
media (including electronic form); unless the Publisher is
in material breach of its obligation to publish and supply
the Works to the Government (otherwise than due to the
Government’'s own default), the Government must not
commission for publication, or purchase, any textbooks
similar to the Works during the Term;

(i) the Works are to be supplied to the Government for the
sole purpose of their use by educational institutions in the
Solomon Islands and the Government must not re-supply
the Works to any commercial supplier whether within or
outside of the Solomon Islands;

(i)  the Government must not knowingly do anything which is
likely to adversely affect the supply of the Works by the
Publisher in the Territory.
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(d)  The Government may increase the first-supply order quantities
detailed in Annexure A at any time up until two months before
delivery, but it may not decrease order quantities or attempt to
renegotiate prices once agreed in writing.

(e)  Any workshops, conferences, material trials or professional
development carried out within schools by the Government or its
officials will be at the Government's expense.

) Any orders or expressions of interest received by the
Government for the Works from other parties must be forwarded
to the Publisher.

5. CONTENT
(@8 The Government acknowledges and agrees as follows:

(1) The Publisher shall have the right to reject in whole or in
part or to require the amendment of, any Manuscript, on
the ground that the proposed adaptation of the relevant
Contract Text is inappropriate, inaccurate, not consistent
with the Agreed Adaptation Principles or otherwise not
consistent with the quality standards maintained by the
Publisher;

(i) The Publisher may give reasonable directions to the
Government concerning the rectification or amendment of
any Manuscript including as to the time within which any
rectified or amended Manuscript must be delivered to the
Publisher;

(i)  While the Publisher will use reasonable endeavours to
consult with the Government to the extent reasonably
practicable concerning the presentation of the Works, the
Publisher shall make the final decisions that determine
the manner and style of presentation of the Works
including production, typography, design, cover art, paper
stock, page and word length, image and illustrations.

(iv)  The Government, through the Curriculum Development
Centre, shall make final decisions on the content of the
Works.

(b)  The Government must:

(1) Fully disclose to the Publisher all source material which is
used by the Government for the purposes of adaptation of
the Contract Texts or which is proposed for inclusion in
any Manuscript or Work;
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(i) ensure that all content generated by it for inclusion in any
Manuscript or Work is original and non-copyright
infringing;

(iv)  provide the Publisher full details about the source of any
content to be included in any Manuscript or Work which
will be required for the Publisher to identify the owner of
any intellectual property rights (including but not limited to
copyright and trade marks) (Rights Owner). The details
will be provided in a form satisfactory to the Publisher.

(c) The Publisher will procure and maintain in effect from each
owner of any intellectual property rights (including but not limited
to copyright and trade marks) (Rights Owner) in any content to
be included in any Manuscript or Work all necessary consents,
assignments and licences, including without limitation any
consents in respect of moral rights, to enable the inclusion, use
and reproduction of the relevant content without any liability on
the part of the Publisher to the Rights Owner. The cost of this
will be included in the contract price.

6. STORAGE AND DISTRIBUTION OF WORKS

(@ Once the Works are delivered to the Solomon Islands, any
storage costs incurred in Honiara or elsewhere shall be met by
the Government.

(b)  The Government shall be solely responsible for distribution
arrangements and costs within the Solomon Islands.

7. PRICING

(@  On acceptance of the list of titles in Annexure A and agreement
of the sample chapters for each title the Publisher will indicate
the price of each title to be produced.

(b) The Government acknowledges and agrees that the pricing of
the Works shall be at the discretion of the Publisher based on a
detailed description of what a manuscript will contain or the
assessment of delivered manuscripts.

(c) Prices on subsequent supplies will be mutually agreed. Prices
will reflect the printing industry economies of scale, which will
result in variations depending on the quantity ordered. Any
subsequent supply which is the same as or more than the
number of the original supply will be supplied at a cost not more
than the inflation rate of printing between the dates of the
original and subsequent supplies.
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8. ROYALTY

(@)

The publisher must pay the Government a royalty of five (5)
percent of the Publishers net sales of the Works throughout the
world, with the exception of sales to the Government on which
no royalty payment shall be payable. For the avoidance of
doubt, the parties acknowledge and agree that the Publisher's
obligation to pay a royalty to the Government shall not cease
upon expiry of this Agreement and shall continue in perpetuity,
subject to payment in full of the Contract Price.

If the Publisher is required by law or regulation to deduct or
withhold an amount from any payment made under this
Agreement for or on account of any tax, the Publisher must pay
to the relevant taxing or other authority, the full amount of the
deduction or withholding made by it. A Withholding Tax
Certificate shall be issued by the Publisher to the Government
upon request and forwarded to the Government as evidence that
the full amount of any such deduction or withholding has been
paid over to the relevant taxing or other authority before the date
on which penalties arise. The Publisher shall have no obligation
to gross up any royalty or other payment in respect of which a
deduction or withholding has been made.

9. ACCOUNTING

(@)

Accounts for the royalty payable in accordance with clause 8
shall be made up twice yearly by the Publisher to December 31
and June 30 and the account rendered and the balance due
shall be despatched by the Publisher to the Government not
later than the following March 31 in respect of the December
account and not later than the following September 30 in respect
of the June account. No account need be submitted unless
specifically demanded nor payment made in respect of any
period in which the sum due is less than $50.00 (fifty dollars) in
which case the amount will be carried forward to the next
accounting date.

10. PAYMENTS

The Publisher shall raise an invoice for each consignment 12
weeks prior to the anticipated delivery date, and the Government
shall pay 25% of the value of that invoice within four (4) weeks.
The balance of 75% shall be paid by the Government within
thirty (30) days of delivery.

A payment equivalent to A$310,000 (or 5% of contract value)
shall be made to the Publisher on signature of this contract to
cover ongoing travel, training and development support costs.
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(c) A second payment of A$310,000 (or 5% of contract value) to
cover ongoing travel, training and development support costs
will be paid on 1 July 2008.

(d)  The Publisher must invoice the Government in Australian
currency. Invoiced prices shall be GST exclusive.

11. COPYRIGHT AGENCY LIMITED
(@) The Publisher:

(1) acknowledges that it may from time to time during the
Term receive revenue from the Copyright Agency Limited
(CAL) for statutory licences exercised by education,
government and other Australian institutions under the
Copyright Act 1968 and in respect of non-exclusive
licenses granted by CAL to third parties to reproduce and
communicate to the Australian public works published by
the Publisher.

(i) must share any revenue received from CAL as described
in clause 11(a)(i) in respect of any of the Works in the
proportion of 20% (twenty percent) to the Government
and 80% (eighty percent.) to the Publisher.

(i)  must account to the Government for its share of CAL
revenue at the same time and in the same manner as
accounting for royalties.

12. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS
(@ The Government acknowledges and agrees that:

(1) it has the right to reproduce the Contract Texts or any
part of them only to the extent necessary to prepare the
Manuscripts;

(i) it has no right to reproduce the Works or any part of them
or to licence any third party to do so; and

(i) it has the right to distribute the Works throughout the
Solomon Islands and its territories only.

(b) The Government acknowledges and agrees that nothing in this
Agreement confers, or shall confer on it, any copyright or other
intellectual property rights of any kind in those Contract texts or
any part of them which are adapted in whole or part from the
Publishers publications.

(c) The copyright in any Contract text or part of a text created by or for
the Government or its employees without adaptation from any
Pearson publication and which is included in any Work shall be
vested in and owned by the Government and the Publisher
jointly and the parties agree that the rights conferred by any
such copyright shall be exploited only for the purpose of
enabling literary works to be produced, published and supplied
by the Publisher.

(d)  This Agreement shall not prevent or restrict the Publisher or any
of its related bodies corporate from producing, publishing,
promoting, adapting, selling or otherwise supplying the Contract
Texts or the Works (or licensing any third party to do any of the
foregoing) anywhere in the world.

WARRANTY AND INDEMNIFICATION
(@) The Government hereby warrants to the Publisher that:

(1) the Government has the right and power to enter into and
perform this Agreement;

(i)  the material to be contributed to the Manuscripts and the
Works by the Government or its employees, agents or
sub-contractors will in no way whatever give rise to an
infringement of any existing or future copyright, or a
breach of any law or agreement, or infringe any duty of
confidence or duty to respect privacy or any other right.

(b)  The Government must indemnify the Publisher and keep the
Publisher indemnified against any and all loss, damage, liability,
claim or expense arising out of any breach or alleged breach of
the warranty of the Government in clause 13 (a)..

(© The foregoing warranties and indemnity shall survive the
termination and expiry of this Agreement.

COMPETING PUBLICATIONS

The Government must not, while the Works remain in print or in the
market in any form, without the written consent of the Publisher prepare
in whole or part, assist in or procure the preparation of, or give its name
to any similar work on the same subject at the same educational level.

CONFIDENTIALITY
Except with the prior written consent of the other party, neither party

may use or disclose to any third party the terms of this Agreement or
any information confidential to the other party.

1. Types of adaptation and writing
It has been agreed that there will be three types of manuscript writing;

1.1 Adaptation is when CDC writers start with an identified Pearson
publication to be used as a base-line text. This will be adapted to make it
suitable for Solomon Islands learners by making changes, as appropriate, in
the content, language, illustrations, activities, sequencing, layout and design.
However, the basic structure and appearance of the book will remain similar
to the original and in most cases the sequence of topics and chapters will
remain the same.

Examples of this include Primary Health and Science and Secondary Science
and Maths. Each has identified one Pearson series of books as their base-
line text and the adaptation process is to make the changes by marking them
on a hard photocopy of the original. Changes are identified by attaching text
change and art work briefs to each page, according to a protocol agreed
between Pearson and CDC. The text change specification pages and art
work specification pages are submitted to Pearson as electronic MS Word
files, together with the pages of the marked-up baseline.

1.2. Adaptation and re-writing: CDC writers again start with an identified
Pearson publication as a base-line text. However the extent of changes
necessary is such that we will produce a completely new version of the book.
There will be more changes in content, in many cases considerable changes
in sequencing and totally new material added to the original in the form of text,
illustrations and activities. The book will be completely re-designed, in some
cases changing from a black and white to a two or more colour publication.

Examples of this are Secondary English, Home Economics and Agriculture.
All are adapting books originally written some time ago for PNG. These titles
need extensive changes. The book is completely re-written from a re-keyed
version of the original text supplied by Pearson and the text is submitted in
electronic form as well as a hard copy with details of art work needed.

1.3. Original writing: In this case there is no single Pearson publication
suitable for adaptation. The nature of the subject, largely concerning the study
of Solomon Islands, means we have to write most of our own material. This
may be adapted from a variety of sources, both from Pearson publications
and elsewhere. It may be adapted from past CDC publications, or may be
original writing from the writers.

Examples of this are Primary and Secondary Social Studies and Secondary
Technology. The books produced will be completely new and specially written
for Solomon Islands. The text is submitted in electronic form as well as a hard
copy, with details of art work specified on the agreed templates
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2. Assistance from Pearson
In all three cases the assistance given by Pearson includes the following:

2.1. Editorial assistance by Pearson's team of professional editors.
Preliminary editorial work will be done by the Curriculum Advisors in CDC.
This will ensure that the books match with the Outcomes and Indicators of our
syllabuses, that the level of concepts and language is suitable for our learners
and that the inter-active approach is followed in all subjects. This includes
testing some of the material in actual classroom situations. Further work will
be done by Pearson editors, following the same lines, in Melbourne, using
their greater expertise in editing.

2.2. Layout and design: Pearson's professional book designers have
expertise not available in Solomon Islands and will help to design the books to
professional standards.  This includes layout. Art work design, font
verification, page breaks, boxed texts, colour and shading etc.

2.3. lllustrations and artwork: Pearson will find illustrations and art work as
requested by our authors. This may involve finding existing visual material
from books or the internet, drawing new art work to our specification, or
assisting us to take photographs in Solomon Islands. In some cases our CDC
artist will assist with this.

2.4. Printing: Pearson will have the books printed and delivered to Solomon
Islands.

3. Procedures

3.1. Sample chapters: Sample chapters in every subject are now being
prepared by our Curriculum Development Officers (CDOs) and Subject
Working groups (SWGs). They attempt to produce one chapter with the level
of concepts and language, interactive approach and layout we need. These
are then sent to Pearson who edit and design them and send them back for
approval or changes. Some sample chapters have already been submitted.
Once agreed, these form models or templates for all subsequent chapters.

3.2. Subsequent chapters: These will be written according to the model
following a schedule drawn up by the CDO. Each CDO/SWG will agree on
dates to hand in the finished chapter. The chapters will be sent to Pearson for
editing and design and returned to us for comment, so we gradually build up
the whole book. Finally, we will submit the manuscript of the whole book on
an agreed date, usually between 9 months and 1 year after handing in the
sample chapter.

As soon as one book is finished the CDO/SWG will start work on the next
book. The books will be written in sequence, from Year 4 to Year 6, and from
Year 7 to Year 9, with Years 1 to 3 later.
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3.3 Subject advisory groups: In all cases the CDOs or other writers will be
assisted by Subject Working Groups, who may be involved in the writing itself
or in an advisory capacity.

For some secondary subjects we are recruiting contract writers to assist the
CDOs with certain topics in subjects where most of the writing needs to be
original, or in subjects requiring specialist knowledge such as plumbing or
solar electricity in Secondary Technology. These will be given some training,
based on the CDC capacity building programme Strands, and the training
already done for SWGs. They will work closely with the CDO and Curriculum
Advisor.
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
